	Report from HCCllr Jackie Porter: HCCllr Porter was unable to attend the meeting but provided a written report (Appendix 1) which draws attention to ongoing consultations on waste collection. The consultations are on the gov.uk website and close on 13th May. The report also notes the County Council response to the proposal for an incinerator at Barton Stacey, A31 Brexit plans, CIL for Highways projects and community grants.

	Report from WCCllr Caroline Horrill: WCCllr Horrill noted that the City Councillors are currently in purdah due to the elections on 2nd May. Building work has started on the new sport and leisure park and a visitor centre will be created. The Winchester Movement Strategy has been approved and will now go to the County Council for approval this week. The proposed western by-pass and congestion charge were not taken forward. The priority is for three new park and rides and it is now intended that Andover Road will remain open. £500,000 has been given by the City Council to the County Council to help move the plan forward. Winchester High Street has been cleared of chewing gum and special pink bins will be installed to collect chewing gum for recycling. The City Council is supporting the Keep Britain Tidy ‘Spring Clean’ and a closure plan has now been formulated to enable rubbish clearance on major roads.
Winchester City Council is involved, as a neighbouring authority, in the Barton Stacey incinerator proposal and will seek to participate as necessary.
A number of new homes were officially opened this week and work has begun on 77 new homes in Stanmore.

	Report from WCCllr Stephen Godfrey: WCCllr Godfrey noted that the next stage in the incinerator proposal is likely to take at least six months and that it is at this point that the Parish Council could comment. A cross party debate has been held in Parliament on waste incineration and there was wide support in avoiding further incinerators.
The cost of fully clearing each piece of chewing gum from the High Street is estimated at £150.
Nothing further has been heard as yet from the Environment Agency about the flood mitigation plans. A meeting of FLAG will be held once an update is received.
A new commercial manager has been found for the West Dever News.
WCCllr Godfrey asked whether more frequent visits by the Dog Warden to the Gratton have been effective. Cllr Polak noted that the fence, whilst unpopular with some residents, was effective.
