	The Public: 
Steve Russell, Chairman of the Gratton Trust attended the meeting in order to update the Parish Council on the proposed extension to the pavilion. He noted that whilst the pre-school are providing much needed regular income, their use of the pavilion is limiting the ability to offer space to other community groups and it is therefore proposed that a modular extension of a similar size to the current meeting/club room be added. One non-modular quote for approximately £60,000 has been received but further modular quotes are awaited and are expected to be around £40,000. The Trust have around £20,000 in reserves. 
The Chair, Cllr Dowson, asked how the pre-school owner feels about the proposal.
Steve replied that she was in full support.
Cllr Dowson also asked the anticipated start date for the work on the extension.
This is expected to be within a few months.
Cllr Wheeler asked what agreement the pre-school have with the Gratton Trust.
It was confirmed that there is a 3 year lease in place with 6 month breaks.
Steve added that he saw this as a good opportunity to enhance community facilities in the village.
Cllr Dowson advised that the Parish Council had £20,000 held towards this project subject to match funding from the Trust.

	Report from WCCllr Stephen Godfrey: 
WCCllr Godfrey noted that the changes to the bin collection days had caused issues. The changes are as a result of a temporary contract. The distribution of glass collection boxes has also led to some issues and the early removal of the large glass bring banks is likely, in his view, to cause more problems. The garden waste service may also have to change and charges may be introduced.
The Small Grants Panel met last month and heard from a number of local organisations bidding for awards. The panel will meet again in January to consider further grant requests.
No agreement has yet been reached between HASTOE and the Mrs Toogoode Trust and as the land has been included in the SHELAA it may be necessary to wait through the stages of the Local Plan review. The review of potential exception sites and an affordable housing needs survey can, however, still take place.

	Report from HCCllr Jackie Porter:
HCCllr Porter was unable to attend the meeting but provided a written report (Appendix 1) which noted that the County has a Waste Reduction Grant available to reduce Christmas waste. Further funding has been allocated to repair footways. A policy has been introduced for the charging of electric cars where owners have no off-road parking. A consultation will be held on libraries where staff hours may be subject to further cuts. Re-cycling policies may change with the break up of Project Integra and the opportunity may now arise for the recycling of a wider range of items.
