Builders are to be appointed in the next few weeks for the new leisure centre. Construction is due to start around the end of the year. Winchester University, Hampshire County Council and the Pinder Trust are providing financial support along with Allegra’s Ambition a smaller local charity.
The Local Plan review will take place over the next 12-15 months and housing allocation figures are awaited from central government.
WCCllr Godfrey also noted that it might be a good time to review any vulnerable local assets and consider registering them as Assets of Community Value.
