Rob Parker attended the meeting to advise that he has identified  three locations in the Parish where there is approval for the siting of an AED device and assistance available with fundraising. These are the Fire Station in Sutton Scotney, The Wonston Arms and the barn at Norton. A site and fundraising volunteer is still being sought for Stoke Charity. An advert will be placed in the next addition of the West Dever News.
Mr Parker also commented on the flooding around the Texaco garage. He was advised that this could be reported on the HCC website. Cllr Whitehouse will also check the site and report to HCC as appropriate.
John Polak, Gratton Trust attended the meeting to discuss the proposals to increase Parish Council funding to the Gratton Trust. John is concerned that the proposal to provide ‘matched’ funding may actually act as a disincentive to fundraise in the future. He noted that a number of trustees were likely to retire in the next few years and that the nature of the trust may therefore change. £12,000 is currently held by the Gratton trust towards the proposed footpath.

	Report from WCCllr Stephen Godfrey: WCCllr Godfrey noted that the recent Winchester City Council elections saw a turnout of over 45%, being one of the highest in the country. Caroline Horrill and James Byrnes, the two new councillors for the Micheldever and Wonston Ward, were unable to attend this evening as the meeting coincided with the South Wonston Parish Council meeting.
The planning application for an anaerobic digester facility at Sparsholt College has been refused due to the scale of the proposal and the increased volume of HGV traffic which it would create. WCCllr Godfrey commented that he felt that the affordable housing presentation at the Wonston Parish Assembly had been well received and that he was impressed by the proposals for Old Station Yard and hopes that the plans will be as acceptable. He noted that 15% of the CIL (of approx. £40,000) would come directly to the Parish Council. He also commented that more news on devolution would be issued soon.
