1 CHAIRMAN Lucy Dowson, as Chairman of the Parish Council, formally opened the meeting by welcoming residents and visitors.
In a brief report the Chairman outlined the Parish Council’s activities during the past year. These have included exploring the possibility of mains drainage in the Parish where, unfortunately, no economic solution was found and safe crossing points for Oxford Road. This matter is ongoing with support from the Hampshire County Councillor and District Councillors. The Chairman praised the Gratton Trust committee for the work being undertaken to the benefit of residents and commented on the maintenance work carried out in the play areas and around the Parish by the Parish Council. Particular attention was drawn to the high standard of repairs carried out to the Stoke Charity bus shelter by Neil Soutar. A 50mph speed restriction is now in place at Cranbourne and Metis Homes, who now own the Old station Yard site, will be holding a public consultation on 21st April in the meeting room at the rear of the Victoria Hall. The Chairman mentioned that there were still vacancies on the Parish Council and noted that this was an ideal opportunity for any interested residents to ask what the role entails.
The Chairman encouraged residents to view the displays provided by Hyde Housing showing the proposals for affordable housing on the land adjacent to Beggars Drove, south of Buddlesgate in Sutton Scotney and to speak with Joshua Boots of Hyde Housing and Nat King-Smith, from Miller Hughes Architects, about the drawings and plans.

2 MINUTES The Minutes of the Parish Assembly of 27th May 2015 were agreed and signed.

3 PARISH REPORTS Due to the presentation by Hyde Housing, Parish Reports were made available this year as a written handout for attendees at the Parish Assembly and will also be posted on the village website.
