	Report from WCCllr Stephen Godfrey: WCCllr Godfrey commented that news is awaited from Westminster on devolution developments. The Local Plan Part 2 inspection notes have been received and the draft has been deemed almost entirely suitable. A traveller and gypsy policy now needs to be submitted by October. The assessed housing needs do not require any change and the 12,500 new homes from Part 1 will stand. A clear 5 year land supply has been identified and no development outside settlement boundaries will therefore be required.
In relation to planning application 470 (The Estate Office, Stockbridge Road), WCCllr Godfrey noted that only 4 parking spaces were identified in the plans and that this was deemed insufficient by Highways who would require that there be 7 off road parking spaces for a development of this size.
