	The Public:
Bev Harding-Rennie (Rural Housing Enabler, Action Hampshire) attended the meeting to obtain feedback from the councillors on the affordable housing development at Buddlesgate. A sheet of questions was provided (Appendix 1) and Bev took notes of the answers provided. The feedback from councillors was very positive and it was noted that the open nature of the whole process was appreciated by residents and councillors.

Rob Parker attended the meeting to express his concern about the lack of road signage to identify the three different Stockbridge Roads in Sutton Scotney (Stockbridge Road, Stockbridge Road East and Stockbridge Road West) and to seek the support of the Parish Council, in the form of a letter to be sent to Steve Tilbury at Winchester City Council. 
Rob noted that the two new roads were created in 2001, contrary to Government guidelines and WCC’s own guidance, and provided policy extracts to support this. He noted that emergency services are no longer located locally and that without local knowledge they are reliant on satellite navigation systems and road signs. £2700 has been quoted to add signage.

	Report from HCCllr Jackie Porter: HCCllr Porter provided a written report (Appendix 2) which noted the report on trial 20mph zones (see 1593.5 below), the proposal by HCC to take back responsibility from the City Council for on-street parking, the changes being implemented to the eligibility rules for free school buses and the recent problems and complaints relating to grass cutting, particularly at junctions.

	Report from WCCllr Caroline Horrill: WCCllr Horrill noted that she had visited Chesil Lodge this week. The new 52 apartment scheme on Chesil Road in Winchester will begin to receive residents from July. The City Council are to receive £3.2 million from Homes England for new social housing at Stanmore. The Cycle Fest was held in Winchester last weekend and a new cycle map is now available showing the best cycle routes around the City. The planning application for the Bar End leisure park is about to be submitted and Cabinet will look next week at the plan for central Winchester. The Movement Strategy is being progressed and the conclusions will be available soon. There has been an estimated 100 tonne reduction in fly tipping in the District and a number of successful prosecutions. Rubbish collection and grass cutting contracts are currently being re-negotiated and the cutting schedules and specifications will be considered. The Winchester Emergency Plan was tested recently following the discovery of a bomb in the river and worked very effectively.

	Speedwatch & Traffic Surveys – HCCllr Porter’s report noted the following in relation to 20mph zones:
‘The County Council has reviewed the implementation of the 20mph zones and a paper is going to Cllr Humby’s Decision Day in early June. You can read it using the link below but broadly it says that because the results are inconclusive, there will be no further work on this. http://democracy.hants.gov.uk/documents/s19304/Report.pdf
Micheldever is our local example: Measured mean traffic speeds before the 20 mph speed limit was implemented ranged between 22.1mph and 26.4mph, with an average of 24.8mph Measured mean traffic speeds after the 20 mph speed limit was implemented ranged between 21.45mph and 27.5mph, with an average of 25.25mph The comparison of the range of traffic speeds before after the 20 mph limit was implemented shows that afterwards the minimum traffic speed decreased by 0.65mph and the maximum increased by 1.1mph. Overall there has been an increase in traffic speeds of approx. 0.45mph. Before traffic speeds were above 24.0mph and remain so after the 20 mph limit was implemented. ‘
The Parish Council had hoped that if 20mph zones were found to be effective Wonston may have been considered in future. This no longer seems likely and the Parish Council have been unable to find any viable alternatives which it could implement to improve safety in the village. Due to the lack of accidents or injury reports HCC will not, at present, consider Wonston for any traffic calming measures. Off agenda.
