	Report from HCCllr Jackie Porter: HCCllr Porter provided a written report (Appendix 1) which noted the start of the new political year, with a new Council in Winchester and new roles at Hampshire County Council where the leader, Cllr Roy Perry, has stood down after 50 years in politics. The new Leader is Cllr Keith Mans. Three major decisions were taken at the County Council in May: 
· To support the WASPI (Woman Against State Pension Inequality) challenge to Government.
· To support in principle the declaration of a Climate Change emergency.
· To support the provision of opportunity for children and young people to speak at the County Council.
HCCllr Porter’s report also noted changes in Highway Planning, adoption of roads and the introduction of charging for licences to take rubbish to Household Waste Recycling Centres.
There is a new consultation on future spending priorities (and cuts) running until 17th July at www.hants.gov.uk (search ‘Balancing the Budget’).
On 20th June a ‘Clean Air Day’ is taking place and leaflets to discourage ‘idling’ will be distributed outside schools.
The first metre of roadsides are being mown to improve sightlines and residents are asked to contact Jackie if they feel that any have been missed.
Jackie, as a trustee of the Watercress Way, thanked the Parish Council and residents for the £29.35 collected in donations following the presentation at the Wonston Parish Assembly.

	Report from WCCllr Caroline Horrill: WCCllr Horrill noted that she was re-elected to represent the Wonston and Micheldever Ward following the recent election. WCCllr Patrick Cunningham has been elected as the Deputy Mayor for the current year and will be the Mayor in 2020/21. 
The City Council passed an emergency climate change resolution last week and has resolved to make the City carbon neutral by 2030.
The Carousel Park Inquiry is due to close at the end of June. WCCllr Godfrey and a representative of Micheldever Parish Council have given evidence to the inquiry. The situation locally has deteriorated and the District Councillors are supporting Micheldever Parish Council. If the decision of the Inquiry is in the City Council’s favour it is likely that a further appeal will be made.
The next review of the SHELAA (Strategic Housing and Employment Land Availability Assessment) will begin at the cabinet meeting on 19th June, as part of the ongoing Local Plan review.
