	Report from HCCllr Jackie Porter: HCCllr Porter provided a written report (Appendix 1) which noted that the County Council element of Council Tax will rise by 5.9% in 2018/19. 1300 responses were received to the Winchester Movement Strategy consultation, an initial meeting has been held but no solutions have been presented as yet and a further meeting will be held in June or July. Solutions for gaps in broadband coverage, such as between Micheldever and Sutton Scotney, are now being considered and Cllr Porter has met with BT to discuss progress. Cllr Porter noted that HCC are seeking to reduce the cost of school transport and may revert to meeting only their statutory obligation. This may particularly impact children under 5 as they are not covered by the statutory obligation and, in rural communities, may have no alternative means of getting to school.

	Report from WCCllr Stephen Godfrey: Cllr Godfrey reported that the City Council increase in Council Tax will be equal to £4.50 per annum for Band D homes, which is less than the maximum increase allowed without a referendum being held. A strategy to meet the gap in funding by other means is being finalised at the moment. WCC have appointed a new ‘Director of Place’ to manage development, estate and communities; Chris Bradfield is currently employed at Basingstoke and is very experienced in this area of work. Cllr Godfrey attended a meeting with Steve Brine about the proposed Speedwatch group in Wonston.
