	The Public:
John Polak – Gratton Trust 
John thanked the Parish Council for the grant towards the uninsured repairs required to the pavilion and noted that the rebuilding work was almost complete.
In response to the continued problem with dog fouling on the Gratton one football pitch has been fenced and the second one will now also be fenced but John noted that this has led to other areas becoming worse as the problem is more concentrated now that the area available for dogs is reduced. John invited suggestions for any further actions or different approaches which might be taken to try to address the issue.
WCCllr Godfrey noted that the Dog Warden could be asked to make regular visits at different times of day. A meeting with dog owners was suggested to ask them to self-police the Gratton. A dog only area was also suggested.
John noted that another proposal was to put a more attractive fence around the pitches and to bar dogs but to allow the public and children to enter to play ball games etc.
John advised that he will be notifying his retirement from the Gratton Trust in January and leaving in June. He noted that there are some potential new trustees but that, as yet, there is no potential new chairman.

Bus route subsidies are being cut and street lighting will be turned off between 1am and 4am.

	Report from WCCllr Stephen Godfrey: WCCllr Godfrey advised that the Movement Strategy consultation continues until 13th January 2019. The priorities are to reduce cars in the city centre and to encourage walking and cycling. The aims are to improve air quality whilst retaining the cities heritage value.
WCC have announced new grants of between £500 and £4,000 which are available to community groups. 
The City Council are still actively looking for sites for affordable housing.
The amenity land in Taylors Yard has been handed over to the City Council and the access to Old Station Yard will be opened once the building work is completed.
The Flood Action Group (FLAG) met in November and whilst water levels are not yet causing concern, WCCllr Godfrey will be pressing for clearance of the drains by the Texaco garage.
