Angela Shoebridge of Bridge Cottage attended the meeting to request traffic calming measures on Wonston Road as vehicles driving in excess of the speed limit are causing standing water to hit the front of her property. In addition, she noted that it is very difficult to cross the road as vehicles gain speed after they come over the bridge from Wonston.
The Chairman noted that the Parish Council are aware of issues on Wonston Road but that traffic surveys have indicated that it is the volume of traffic, rather than the speed, which is the major issue.
HCCllr Jackie Porter advised that she recently visited the site with Ray Gardner (HCC Highways Engineer) and that she will visit Mr and Mrs Shoebridge to discuss the issues with them. She noted that it may be possible to install a dropped curb to assist in crossing the road and that the water issues appear to have resulted from the removal of the bank.
