Alistair Harris of WYG, representing Metis Homes
Alistair confirmed that the Old Station Yard site is now owned by Metis Homes, who are at the pre-application stage of planning and will be holding a public consultation at the Victoria Hall on Thursday 21st April.
They have consulted with neighbours and are proposing to build 28 homes of a more traditional design and to change the access to allow for better sightlines. The new layout will provide larger private gardens rather than the open space included in previous plans.  Vehicle access through the site will be maintained in case Wonston Road is blocked and the site will include affordable housing.
Land contamination and drainage, which were previously an issue, will be researched and understood prior to development. Sewage will feed to the Taylors Yard pumping station which has capacity for 40 additional homes.
Damien Haley of Hyde Housing re Proposed affordable housing on land adjacent to Beggars Drove, Sutton Scotney
Damien confirmed that the main issue raised at the first public consultation was access to the site and he showed new plans where access was achieved from the rear of the garages. 15 units are still proposed; 4 shared ownership and 11 for rent. He confirmed that Hyde currently only have funding for 6 rental units and that the shared ownership units are therefore needed.
2 parking spaces will be allocated to each house and 1 for each flat with additional visitors spaces. Hyde would own and maintain the ecological area.
