	Oxford Road Crossing – Tobias Bauer (HCC Strategic Transport Delivery) has advised that no firm start date can be provided as yet for the works. An ecology survey has been commissioned and if no issues are identified the vegetation clearance will be done by the end of February and before the start of the bird nesting season. If the survey identifies any relevant issues it may not be possible to do anything until the autumn. 
C3 notices (gas, electricity, BT etc) have been issued and replies are awaited from the statutory undertakers. Discussions are also ongoing on how best to coordinate the crossing and drainage works.
In conclusion, Tobias advises that, if there are no issues with the ecology, stats and drainage, it may be possible to go out to tender in February for a start date on site in April/May. However, if there are issues then it is more likely to be towards the end of the year.
It was agreed to contact HCC Highways to see if any emergency measures could be taken to stop lorries parking opposite the garage whilst the crossing is awaited.

	Winchester Local Plan 2036 & Call for sites (SHELAA) – It was noted that some residents, having become aware of sites proposed under the SHELAA (Strategic Housing and Employment Land Availability Assessment), have become very concerned. Winchester City Council are obliged to carry out the SHELAA (or call for sites) as part of the Local Plan review. It provides an opportunity for land owners, their agents or other interested parties to propose potential development sites. They do so for commercial reasons and the number of proposed sites vastly exceeds the amount of development land which is likely to be required. Many sites are highly speculative, being in conservation areas and outside settlement boundaries.
Final figures have not yet been received from the Government but WCC anticipate having to build an additional 600 houses (above those already planned for) in the period to 2036. They hope to provide these additional dwellings, as far as possible, from small developments within existing settlement boundaries.
